Luton estate, Pureworld’s remit was to reduce the sites energy consumption by 12% which was an
agreed target and Pureworld was contracted to achieve this figure before payment for the project would
be released.

Pureworld and its associates surveyed the site and with the assistance of the onsite staff created an
energy reduction solution bespoke to the site which catered for the sites clientele and operational needs
and requirements.

Our approach
